“Can I Get a Burning Permit?”

Minnesota Department of Natural Resources Burning Permits can be obtained at the Freeborn County Environmental Services Office.  
These permits are good for burning brush, trees, leaves and grass on your property if the burning site is located outside of any city limits in Freeborn County. 
The permit is valid for one year from the date that you obtain your burning permit.  
Stop by our office – we are located on the first floor of the Historic Courthouse in Albert Lea – and we can help you.  You can also renew your burning permit by calling us at 507-377-5186 or e-mailing  us at gina.gullickson@co.freeborn.mn.us and we will e-mail or fax you a new burning permit back.  
REMEMBER:  If you don’t have a burning permit and are burning a pile bigger than 3’ x 3’, Law Enforcement or the MN DNR can issue you a ticket for burning without a permit.  If you are burning prohibited materials, you will also receive a fine – a responding Fire Department may also charge you for coming out to your site.  So stop in and get a burning permit – it only takes a couple of minutes and best of all they are FREE of charge.
