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Recycling Opportunities for Small Businesses in Freeborn County

Approximately thirty percent of the waste going into our landfill is paper and paper products that could have been recycled.  There is a high demand for recycled paper in the markets and the Environmental Services Department is developing a program to increase paper recycling.

We are looking for small businesses that would be interested in recycling services.  Materials acceptable are listed on the Recycling Instruction Sheet published by Freeborn County and include corrugated cardboard, white office paper (flat or shredded), newspaper, magazines, junk mail, brown board, and other fibre materials.  Items not acceptable such as milk cartons, butter box, or items that belong in the refrigerator or freezer.

The program:  a business would contract with the Environmental Services Department for a year and have recycling picked up twice a month on a designed day.  IE: if the business were located on the 2nd and 4th Wednesday residential route, we may simply add your business to that route as part of their daily workload.  In some circumstances we may wish to place you on another day more fitting to route sizes.  Each business will be evaluated to determine the collection day.  The business would pay Freeborn County an annual fee of ($50 as set by the Board Of Commissioners) and our contractor (Waste Management) will deliver a 96 gallon recycling cart.  All paper products must be placed inside the cart except corrugated cardboard.  Flatten and tie cardboard in a bundle as per the Recycling Instruction Sheet directions.  One bundle of corrugated is allowed per collection day.  If the business generates more material than the 96 gallon cart  holds the excess materials may be taken to the recycling center two miles north of Hy Vee or held over until the next collection.  Two businesses may wish to share a container but the limit is 96 gallons.  No rebate or stipend will be paid for recycling materials.
